The 2010 Little Miss Cambridge Program is open only to girls who complete kindergarten in the spring of
2010 (not older or younger!) and reside in the Cambridge-Isanti or Braham School Districts.

In addition to several other fun activities (you will receive a complete schedule with entry confirmation), the four
mandatory activities are:

1. “Pajama Party” and Parent Meeting Tuesday, April 27 from 6:30-7:30 p.m. at the Cambridge
Intermediate School.
2. Interviews will be held the morning of Saturday, June 12, at a location to be determined. The

interviews are held in a fun, non-threatening environment. A specific time will be assigned to your
child to be interviewed in a small group setting. Following interviews, there will be a judged group

activity.

3. Crowning Celebration rehearsal, Monday, June 14, 6:00-8:30 p.m., at the Performing Arts Center at
Cambridge-Isanti High School. Candidates & escorts are required to attend.

4, The Little Miss Cambridge Crowning Celebration will be held at 7:00 p.m. Tuesday, June 15 at the

Performing Arts Center, Cambridge-Isanti High School. All will be introduced and briefly interviewed
on stage. Every candidate will be escorted by an adult male of her choice.

IMPORTANT NOTE: For both interviews and the Crowning Celebration, girls will NOT be judged on what they
wear. IT IS NOT NECESSARY TO BUY NEW CLOTHING. Choose something from the closet, make sure it’s
clean, neat, and appropriate for your child’s age, and have her wear it with a smile. Interviews are casual dress and
for the Crowning Celebration a nice “Sunday” dress is just fine.

To make their decision, the judges will consider poise, responsiveness, attitude, manners, and cleanliness/grooming.
